1st Vice Seventh District Representative’s Report 
 
To: Keith R. Jackson, 7th District Representative  
 
Under your stewardship the Seventh District has enjoyed another very successful year.  It 
has been my honor and privilege to serve as your 1st Vice District Representative.  I have 
enjoyed carrying out my constitutional responsibilities and duties regarding the 
coordination and supervision of the activities of all standing and sub committees.  Let me 
commend them all for their commitment and effort this year.   
 
As it relates to the district committee chairmen, all chairmen were instructed to submit 
their district reports to their respective international chairmen by May 8, 2009.  On May 
25, 2009, all chairmen were instructed to make contact with their committee members 
(state committee chairmen) to inform them of what was expected from them this fiscal 
year, how the district committee would function this fiscal year, the tentative time lines 
for reporting, any information that needed passing on to the chapters, how they can 
encourage chapters to report, and if a committee would be giving any awards and if so 
what type and/or amount.  Committee chairmen submitted a mid-year report on July 31, 
2009.  All chairmen were then required to submit their year-end reports by December 31, 
2009.   
 
All chairmen complied with that request.  It should be noted that there was an 
extraordinary increase in reporting this year.  In the 2008 District Report Booklet there 
were ninety-six different reports from chapters throughout the seventh district.  In the 
2010 District Report Booklet there are three-hundred-twenty.  Credit should be given to 
the growing number of chapters that have heeded the call to report what they are doing, 
to the state organizations leading the way, to state chairmen who are relentlessly pushing 
chapters to report, and to the district chairmen who are just as relentless in pushing the 
state chairs.  We all work as a team and this is the result.  All of the reports were placed 
on the website on January 22, 2010 and chapters were then notified of such.   
 
All State Representatives were required to complete and submit an annual Form 37 for 
their state along with their year end summary for inclusion in this booklet.  Three of the 
highlights of this year’s reporting are the Seventh District awarded $262,925.00 in 
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scholarships, reclaimed 472 brothers, and had a cumulative GPA of 2.76 for 
undergraduate chapters in the Seventh District. It should be noted that as it relates to 
scholarships, the Seventh District has given more than a half million dollars in 
scholarships in the last two years.  That is extraordinary.

1. This office has continued to promote and increase the use of technology in the operation of the 7th District, 

especially with respect to the electronic archiving of 7th District Records. 
a. All Form D7-102s are being archived via PDF and saved with a copy being emailed back to the 

chapter using their IHQ assigned email addresses for their records. 
b. Chapters and State Organizations have been provided with instructions on the use of web based IHQ 

assigned email addresses and are encouraged to check them at least twice a week. Assistance for 
accessing these accounts is available (call or email the DKRS for configuration assistance).  

c. The practice of providing State organizations with reports on the CEF and Insurance status of the 
chapters in their states (as reported by IHQ) on a quarterly basis has been continued. This practice will 
continue and may expand to include more information. 

d. A free program for the creation of PDF files has been recommended along with other free office 
automation programs that will allow chapters to be technologically current despite limited resources. 

2. Please remember that District Dues are $15.25 for Graduate Brothers and $7.40 for Undergraduate 
Brothers. Please list names in alphabetical order with control numbers on form D7-102. It is important that you 
use form D7-102 to submit dues. Form 53 must be updated and submitted every time that you pay District dues. 
Dues postmarked after December 31st are considered late. A late fee of $3.00 per brother is then assessed. 

3. Chapter Assessments: Please send the DKRS a copy of your proof of Insurance and CEF payments (Lockbox 
form LB001). PDF format via email, postal mail or fax (678.513.4485) are fine.  

4.  Quarterly Reporting: Please remember that chapters need to submit Forms 37, 50, and 53 to the 7th District 
KRS, IHQ, and State KRS (if your State KRS requests this information) every quarter. This information can be 
submitted via email using forms that are available on the IHQ website (members only > resources > forms). The 
forms are named form53.pdf, form 37chapter.pdf and Form50.pdf. Please do not use the District forms. 

5.  Form D7-53-G should be used to report Graduating Brothers to the 7th District.   
6. Deceased Member forms should be sent to IHQ, along with the State and District KRS’   
7. In order to help create a database of pictures, the District KRS will scan any paper picture of Brothers submitted 

and post them to the International website. A copy of the picture scanned will be sent back to the chapter, cc:ing 
the appropriate State KRS, in order to establish a 3 tiered backup system. Please do not write on pictures in ball 
point pen as it will ruin the picture.  Pictures may be submitted by Brothers or a chapter KRS via the page 
interface (click the “edit link” next to the member). 

8. Form 50 must be updated every time there is a change to chapter officer information, not just elections.  It is 
crucial that the District have accurate contact information on every Chapter officer and advisor. 

9. A special event checklist MUST be submitted at least 30 days prior to all of  your chapter events.  Special 
Event forms must be submitted to the 7th District Counselor, to be approved and  forwarded  to IHQ.  Please 
download a new Special Event form from the IHQ website every time you need to use one as the form is 
constantly updated and submission of an obsolete version may result in your submission being rejected.  There 
are strict timelines for submission of this form.  Please consult the form to make sure that your submission is 
timely.  Please consult the 7th District Counselor and the documentation of  the form for more information. 

10. Several new District level forms have been created this year that are crucial to the operation to the function of 
the chapter.   The 7th District Website continues to serve as the repository for all District related forms.  If a 
problem should arise in finding a form or determining the proper form to submit, please contact the 7th District 
KRS for guidance. 

11. Please note that the 7th District is presently using “Microsoft Office 2003” and “Adobe Acrobat Reader 8.0” as 
its standard for the development of electronic documents.  All documents created should be compatible with 
Microsoft Office 2003 or earlier. Free programs that are compatible with this these standards are available and 
have been recommended to the Brotherhood for use by Brothers who cannot afford to purchase software.

If you are aware of a chapter having an event and they did not submit a checklist can 
they be fined or have any other type of punishment accessed? 
 
How do we communicate and enforce the proper execution of the event checklist? 
 
If a chapter is hosting a BYOB type of event is it necessary to purchase the extra liquor 
liability coverage from IHQ? 
 
What is the proper punishment for a chapter that repeatedly does not complete the 
checklist in a timely manner and constantly pays the late penalty?

     I would like to bring some uniformity to the 7th District as it relates to the special events checklist 
execution process.  I would also like to make sure that we as the 7th District are well informed and 
trained on what hazing is and how it can be avoided.  I also endeavor to assist each individual state in 
starting their 501©3 non-profit tax-exempt process.  I will also respond at the District Representative’s 
requests on all inquires of a potential brother being suspended, expelled or disciplined in any way.

     Please allow me this opportunity to reiterate to all brothers the importance of chapters availing 
themselves of the insurance coverage provided by the Fraternity by submitting your insurance premium 
and a calendar of events.

Finally, let me remind the brotherhood of the Omega Psi 
Phi Fraternity, Inc. Member Code of Conduct & Disciplinary Policy which can be found on the national 
website at www.oppf.org.   Please govern yourselves accordingly.

As always, the District Counselor is available to discuss 
matters of a legal nature or related concerns upon request as well as make any presentations

State of Georgia - Brother Marvin Broadwater - reported the Phi Kappa Kappa  
Graduate Chapter and Nu Delta Undergraduate Chapter winners will represent the state 
of Georgia at the district meeting.  The chapters were last year’s historical award 
winners.  
 
Brother Broadwater’s report revealed a growing interest to get all state chapters 
involved with the presentation of historical displays and submitting Afro-American 
Reports. 
 
State of Mississippi - Brother Charles Winston – There was no formal report received 
from the state of Mississippi.

A. Year End Summary: 

 

1. Reclamation Reporting 

The reclamation committee thanks those brothers/chapters who are actively promoting 
reclamation as a tool of organizational growth. We are highly encouraged by brothers 
who continue to contact us and suggest new ideas for reclamation tools. However, there 
are many chapters that have not placed any formal policies in place to either recruit 
inactive brothers or they aren’t properly reporting brothers who are actually reclaimed. 
To assist in informing reclaimable brothers, a sample form designed by Bro Harry 
Harvey is attached on page four (4) of this report. It may be used by your chapter to give 
brothers a full view of what they need to pay to become fully active. Please edit to fit 
your chapter’s needs. 
 

2. Omega Seven (7) Reclamation Initiative 

During the 2009 7th District Meeting, we introduced the “Omega Seven” initiative with 
the basic premise of every graduate chapter reclaiming a minimum of seven (7) inactive 
brothers by the end of the fiscal year. With every active graduate chapter participating, 
we would easily reclaim a total of 567 brothers resulting in a 21.5% increase in overall 
district financial membership (compared to FY 2008 totals). 
 
I am happy to report that of our target goal, we reclaimed a total of 472 brothers during 
FY 2009. Rho Alpha Chapter of Mobile, Alabama led the district with a total of 25 
brothers reclaimed. Going forward, the reclamation committee recommends that full 
collaboration with this initiative be a mandate for any graduate chapter pursuing intake 
during the regular fiscal year (see Recommendations section for further details). 

 

3. Revised Form D7-102 

Since its implementation last fiscal year, form D7-102 has provided the district with a 
more precise tally of those brothers who have been reclaimed. Although every chapter 
did not initially adopt this form, FY 2010 has seen a spike in the number of Chapter 
KRS’s who are using this form. The reclamation committee continues to encourage use 
of this form as it is the sole document used to award the “Each One, Reach One” 
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reclamation prize during the district meeting. Chapters that do not supply this form when 
submitting district dues payment will not receive credit toward the program.   

 

4. “Each One, Reach One” Reclamation Program 

The “Each One, Reach One” reclamation program was continued for FY 2010. With a 
prize of $500, the program seeks to recognize and award the brother who reclaims the 
most inactive brothers during the fiscal year. Our 2009 winner was Brother Robert (Bob) 
Campbell of Chi Gamma Gamma Chapter in Marietta, GA.  
 

B. Membership: 

 

Compared to our financial membership in FY 2008, our overall membership rose by 630 
(15.9%) to a total of 3,961 as of October 31, 2009. This marks the highest financial 
membership within the 7th District in the five year reporting period shown below. 
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C. Recommendations for FY 2010: 

 

• Mandate every graduate chapter requesting intake meet the following 
criteria: 

o 90% retention rate from the prior fiscal year. 
o Fully reclaim seven (7) inactive brothers (dues & assessments must 

be paid at District, National, and State levels). 
 

Rationale: Based on the reclamation information of prior years, for every 

new brother reclaimed in the district, two brothers become inactive. We 

have become far too dependent on initiating new brothers to deal with 

reclaiming those who have left the fold. By mandating a set retention rate 

and reclamation expectation, the Reclamation Committee seeks to 

encourage chapters to form working reclamation committees and 

innovative reclamation tools, and to identify ways to increase the 

participation of all chapter members in fraternity activities. 

 

 

• The 7th District issue a formal resolution calling for an “Amnesty” period 
for International Building Fund assessments and present said document to 
the electorate for a vote during the next applicable conclave. 

 
Rationale: Based upon input from chapters across the district, there are a 

great number of brothers who made payment toward their IHQ Building 

Fund assessments, yet are still showing a balanced owed. Many of those 

brothers were consistent dues paying members (some also life members), 

but now refuse to get re-active for what they feel is a transgression against 

them by IHQ.  

 

 

• Each graduate chapter form “Senior Brother” committees to assist elder 
brothers meet financial commitments to the fraternity. 

 
Rationale: With an aging membership, many brothers who were once able 

to meet all fraternity financial commitments may find themselves 

increasingly unable to do so. With more brothers retiring and living on 

fixed incomes, the need to assist those brothers who have been active in 

prior years has become greater. By forming “Senior Brother” committees 

at the chapter level will assist in both reclamation and retention of 

members. The committees themselves can be self-sufficient by hosting their 

own fundraisers throughout the year, thereby not creating a financial 

burden to the chapter.

The Retention Committee has made critical information and data available to the 7th District, State Representatives, 
and State Retention Chairmen. We have identified individual brothers that were financial the previous fiscal year 
and are not financial for the current fiscal year. We have listed their chapters and states. This data also contained a 
LOST REVENUE CHART estimating the amount revenue lost to date because these brothers are not currently 
financial for this year.  The Seventh District had a total of 3,936 financial brothers (three thousand nine 
hundred thirty six). The Seventh District had three thousand two hundred forty three (3243) graduate 
brothers, and four hundred and seventy seven (477) undergraduate brothers), during the 08/09 fiscal years.

Based upon current information and stats the Seventh District membership increased numerically by five hundred 
and five (505) brothers, for the past 08/09 fiscal year. However during this same period four hundred and fifty 
eight (458) brothers were reclaimed, four hundred and sixty one (461) were initiated, and nine hundred and 
fourteen (914) brothers became non financial. This means that we actually have a net loss of four hundred and nine 
(409) brothers in the Seventh District. 
 
There is much to be done as far as retention is concerned. Our records show that between FY 2005 and FY 2009 
we lost approximately 2,860 brothers that were financial during those years. Nationally our number are still not 
changing when it comes to  undergraduates. We are still losing over 80% of our graduating seniors and or other 
brothers who leave college prior to graduation.  The numberS are relatively the same for graduate MSP brothers 
once the three years expire. Based upon our survey results these undergraduate brothers are not joining graduate 
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chapters once they depart from the college environment. This same survey did yield any specific reasons for the 
problem with the graduate MSP candidates . Last year we lost ninety undergraduates (90) and eight hundred and 
twenty four (804) graduate brothers. We must make every effort to change this trend. We will continue to solicit 
input and feed back from Undergraduate Chapter throughout the District. I am including a letter entitled "Greetings 
Undergraduate Advisors", and an Undergraduate Tracking Form as part or this report. We need Chapter Basilei, 
and Undergraduate Advisors to focus on tracking these brothers and assisting them in finding new chapters once 
they leave college. This is a disturbing trend that appears to be taking place as demonstrated by the following 
charts.

Even though we received reports from every state in the Seventh District, retention is not being given the priority it 
needs by many of our chapters. Retention should be included on all meetings agenda, Chapter, State, District, 
Undergraduate Summit, Leadership Conference, and Conclave. “Retention should not be the last thing on 
the agenda.” 
 
In conclusion, Retention, Reclamation and Recruitment have been identified as crucial, and critical success 
factors for our beloved fraternity. These three variables are the lifeblood of our fraternity.  Retention is the 
most important of the three because we will never be able to make significant gains in membership, or have 
consistent progress with the loss of our members. “If we retain our Brothers then we will not have to 
reclaim them.  
 
 
Goals and Objectives for FY 2009-2010 
 

• Make available a list of every brother that has ever been a member of any chapter in the Seventh District.  
• This list will provide the date of initiation, and the last date the brother was financial in a particular chapter. 

(**This information is currently available and can be provided to any member of the District council, 
Chapter Basilei, Retention Chairmen and /or their representatives.)  

• Forward un-financial members list to the District Reclamation Chairman.  
• Make retention tracking forms available to all state representatives, chapters, and retention chairmen. 
• Conduct Retention Surveys  
• Focus on the retention of our newer brothers whose three-year advance payment expires each year. 
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• Improving the retention of graduating senior, undergraduate brothers and finding better ways to get them 
into graduate chapters immediately after graduation. 

• Improving the over-all mindset of all brothers in the 7th district where retention is concerned so that 
retention can be given a higher priority and taken more seriously at the chapter level.  

• Select a Seventh District Retention Chapter of the Year at our next District Meeting. 
• Gather and update information we receive from International Headquarters and distribute it throughout the 

Seventh District. 
 
Recommendations for FY 2009-2010 
  

• The Seventh District pilot a dual membership policy for undergraduate members. This process 
would allow undergraduates to be a member of a graduate chapter (preferably in their hometown or 
in an area where they plan to relocate after leaving college). This will slow the attrition rate and 
foster greater relationships and understanding between grads and undergraduates. 

• State Retention chairmen select an undergraduate brother as their Co-chairmen. 
• The Retention Committee would like to receive recommendations and input from the brotherhood. 
• Mandate chapters and states use the attached uniform Retention Committee Reporting form when 

submitting their reports. (There has never been an uniformed reclamation or retention form in any state 
or district within our fraternity. Each chapter has used their own format to create and submit reports. 
Establishing a unique form for Reclamation and Retention has been one of my top priorities. I have 
submitted this recommendation to the International Retention Committee who in turn included this 
recommendation in the Birmingham, Alabama Conclave Committee Reports. I have and continue to work 
closely with the International Retention Committee, to make sure that there is a uniform criteria for 
these reports.)  See attachments 
Each chapter Basileus immediately establishes a Chapter Retention Chairman in their chapter, if 
they do not already have one. 

• In some instances Retention and Reclamation chairmen are one in the same. We are recommending 
that these two functions be separated and one person is appointed for each committee.  

• Maintain a minimum 90 % retention rate for each chapter from the previous fiscal year. 
• Communicate with all MSP members who’s prepaid three-year dues has expired and those ending on 

an annual basis as well, the need to become financially reinstated into the Fraternity. 
• Send notices to MSP brothers within three months of their dues expiring. 
• Assist graduating members with their transition into a graduate chapter as soon after graduation as 

is deemed practical. 
• Submit an Annual Retention Survey to the brotherhood to obtain constructive positive and negative 

communication from current financial members.  This will help the Retention Committee work with 
Fraternity leadership at the International, District, State, and Chapter levels to address the concerns 
of our brothers and better identify the reasons brothers are leaving the financial ranks of the 
organization. This will be an ongoing project, as feedback is received from the brotherhood, the 
survey will be revised. 

• To obtain information on what Chapters are doing in relation to retention and what is or is not 
working and develop plans of action based on our findings. Assign a mentor to each new incoming 
members of the Chapter, in order to orient the member, in the same way that a church would 
welcome a new member.

This is Clifford H. Wimberly, the Seventh District Retention Chairman. I’m requesting the assistance of each 
undergraduate Advisor in the Seventh District. Recent national studies have revealed that we are losing from our 
fraternity forever roughly 85% of our undergraduate, graduating seniors and or other brothers who leave college 
prior to graduation. This is a shocking statistic. These brothers simply do not join graduate chapters once they depart 
from the college environment. We do not know the exact reason this is occurring, but we must find a way to reverse 
this trend. We must immediately implement methods of transitioning these brothers from the undergraduate chapters 
to graduate chapters in their hometown vicinity or wherever they plan on relocating upon leaving college.  
 
I am calling on you to take aggressive and immediate action to reverse this serious national problem. Our Undergraduate 
Advisors are critical pieces of the puzzle and can provide immediate assistance to the chapters and graduating brothers.  
 
I ask that each State Representative, Undergraduate Advisor, Regional/Area Representative, Chapter Officers, and Retention 
Chairman in the Seventh District immediately review the contact information on all brothers that are graduating or were 
under their jurisdiction within the last three years, and have left college. If possible please make contact with these brothers 
immediately and provide them with information that will assist them with joining graduate chapters where they are presently 
located.  
 
The good news for these brothers is that many graduate chapters have either reduced or completely eliminated their first 
year's local dues entirely to make the transition easier. If you are unable to make personal contact with these brothers or 
simply do not know their whereabouts. We ask that you have the undergraduate brothers who are now in your undergraduate 
chapters conduct a special project to “TRACK and CONTACT” these brothers. 
 
Attached to this memo is the new undergraduate tracking form for your use as well. Please complete one for each graduating 
or re-locating brother you locate and email a copy to me at OMEGACLIFF@AOL.COM , and our District KRS, Andrew 
Ducksworth at aduk@hotmail.com , so that this information can be entered into our database. I also ask that you also 
complete this form in the future on all graduating seniors or departing brothers and send or email it to me within ten days of 
their departure.  
 
Thank you in advance for your help. State Representatives, Undergraduate Advisors, Regional/Area Representatives, Chapter 
Officers, and Retention Chairmen in the Seventh District are to keys to correcting this terrible problem. Again, I welcome 
your input on this problem and please feel free to email me, or call me at 954-410-5780. I would love to hear from you.

FISCAL YEAR 2008-2009 

 
Year End Summary:  
 
Greetings. Another year has come and gone and the undergraduate community of the 7th 
District continues its quest to uphold our cardinal principles; Manhood, Scholarship, 
Perseverance, and Uplift. It is a pleasure to submit a report of my stewardship while 
serving in the office of Undergraduate Advisor/Activities Chairman. The intent of this 
report is to highlight the successes and challenges for what has been another outstanding 
year. While I am proud of what we have accomplished, identifying areas of improvement 
will help advance the development of our undergraduates in the future.  
 
During the past year all four states have participated and/or conducted Advisors 
Workshops and Undergraduate Summits as a part of their state meetings. This could not 
have been accomplished without the tireless efforts of the committee members Bro. 
Derrick Brewster, Alabama Chair, Bro. Michael Bowie, Florida Chair, Brother H. Ben 
Williams, Georgia Chair, and Brother William Jemison, Mississippi Chair. The 
Undergraduate Advisors/Activities committee members have been most supportive in 
ensuring that our district is a very productive one and I commend each of them for their 
efforts. I would also like to acknowledge the support received from the 1st Vice 7th 
District Representative, State Representatives, and Chapter Advisors who encourage the 
growth and development of our undergraduate chapters and individual chapter leaders. 

 
Some highlights of this past year include:       
 

• Attended 2009 National Undergraduate Summit Atlanta, GA January 29-31, 2009 
(all active 7th District undergraduate chapters attended and participated) 

• Facilitated Advisor Training at the 72nd Seventh District Meeting Orlando, FL 
April 2-5, 2009 

• Held meetings with the 7th District Undergraduate Advisors/Activities Committee. 
We finalized and confirmed all State Advisor rosters, graduate-undergraduate 
partnerships in all states, approved the strategic plan, and developed a standard 
training curriculum for advisor workshops. 

• Attended 2009 Leadership Conference Las Vegas, NV July 23-25, 2009 
• Attended and assisted in Georgia Undergraduate Caucus October 1-4, 2009 in 

Augusta, GA 
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• Attended and assisted in Alabama Undergraduate Caucus October 16-18, 2009 in 
Tuskegee, AL 

 
It has indeed been an honor to serve as Undergraduate Advisor/Activities Chairman this 
past year. Overall the chapters of the 7th District continue to operate in our traditional 
exemplary manner.   
 
Best Practices 
 
Through collaboration between the 7th District Representative, 7th District Scholarship 
Chair and the 7th District Undergraduate Advisors/Activities Committee the 
Undergraduate Commitment to Excellence Program was refined and implemented. This 
program is an effort to provide a framework for the undergraduates to become the 
academic leaders on their respective campuses. The overall goal is to enable the 
undergraduates to consistently achieve and maintain an individual and collective Grade 
Point Average (GPA) of at least 2.75 or higher. I am pleased to announce that the 7th 
District cumulative GPA is 2.76. Of note: 
 

• Alabama- 2.68; Florida- 2.80; Georgia- 2.75; Mississippi- 2.82 
• Three chapters have a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher ( Kappa Gamma, Psi, Eta 

Zeta) 
• 62% of all chapters have a cumulative GPA of 2.7 or higher 
• No undergraduate chapter has a cumulative GPA below 2.5 

 
Some of the highlights of the program include: 
 

• Submission of the D7-1010 GPA Form to the DR by January 31st of each year for 
the Fall semester grades and by August 31st of each year for the Spring semester 
grades 

• Undergraduate Chapters whose cumulative GPA falls below 2.5 will be placed on 
probation 

• Chapter CEF Assessment.  The 7th District will pay the upcoming fiscal year 
CEF assessment for any Chapter that obtains a cumulative GPA of 3.0 – 3.49 by 
the end of the previous academic year 

• Chapter Insurance Assessment.  The 7th District will pay the upcoming fiscal 
year Insurance assessment for any Chapter that obtains a cumulative GPA of 3.5 
or higher by the end of the previous academic year 

• Academic Excellence Award. Members with a 4.0 GPA and taking a full-time 
load of credits will have their names posted on the 7th District website and receive 
a check for $1,000. 

 
We firmly believe that the implementation of this program will allow our undergraduate 
chapters to maximize their potential and enhance the experience provided for its 
members. 
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The committee also took a look at our Advisors to make sure they are experienced and 
involved. We worked very hard this year to ensure our Advisors had the proper training 
and are recognized for their service. To that end the committee developed and presented 
the Dr. Ernest Everett Just Undergraduate Advisor of the Year Award which has been 
approved by the 7th District Representative and will be awarded at this year’s District 
Meeting in Atlanta. The individual must meet the following criteria in order to be 
nominated: 

• The Advisor must be nominated by the undergraduate chapter and the partnering 
graduate chapters. 

• The nomination form must be completed and signed by both chapters Basilei.  
• The Advisor must provide verification of attendance at the State Workshop, 7th 

District Meeting, National Undergraduate Summit, and Grand 
Conclave/Leadership Conference during the fraternity fiscal year. 

• The Advisor must have attended at least one chapter function per month (chapter 
meeting, ritualistic ceremony, community service event, etc.) 

•  Letters of recommendation from the official point of contact on the 
undergraduate campus (Dean of Students, Director of Greek Life, etc), and the 
partnering graduate chapter Basileus must be provided with the nomination. 

The membership numbers for the 7th District undergraduates increased slightly this year. 
We were fortunate to re-activate several inactive chapters which contributed to this 
increase in membership. Currently, 45 of the 54 7th District undergraduate chapters are 
active in the district (6 inactive, 2 suspended, and 1 institution lost accreditation). It will 
be important that all active Undergraduate Chapters participate in a membership program 
during the next academic year to perpetuate and sustain healthy numbers. The committee 
worked with the 7th District Representative and the State Representatives to explore 
opportunities for growth at the University of North Alabama, University of West Florida, 
and the Southern Polytechnic State University (Georgia).  All are still in the exploratory 
phase as we gather data to determine if a chapter will be able to sustain itself on these 
campuses.  

Goals and Objectives for FY 09-10 
 
The 7th District Undergraduate Advisors/Activities Committee addressed the past and 
current operating environments, organizational challenges, and future opportunities 
available to undergraduate chapters and established the following focus areas: 
 
1. Membership- closely examine those chapters at or below 5 members to assist with 
recruitment efforts 
2. Scholastic Achievement- work with State Chairs and Chapter Advisors to monitor and 
evaluate the Academic Excellence Program 
3. Campus Involvement- encourage collaboration and support of other Greeks and Black 
organizations on campus, engaging in social events as well as community service projects
