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Brothers:

Following the tremendous success of our “Each One, Reach One” Reclamation program for 2009, I am pleased to announce that the program has been renewed for the upcoming fiscal year!

The program guidelines are simple: Each brother who reclaims a non-financial brother within the 7th district should make direct contact with the respective chapter KRS to ensure their control number is listed on form D7-102 as the brother responsible for reclaiming the non-financial brother. The chapter KRS then submits that information on form D7-102 each time district dues are remitted to the 7th district KRS. At the end of the program, the brother who has reclaimed the most non-financial brothers will receive a $500 cash award from the district. The award will be given during the 2010 7th District meeting in Atlanta, Georgia. 

As with the previous award, the district defines a non-financial brother as one who was not financial from November 1, 2008 to October 31, 2009. Each reclaimed brother must be fully financial on the National, District, State, and Chapter levels. Additionally, the brother must not owe any back assessments to International Headquarters (housing assessment, fines, etc…). It is also important to note the newly reclaimed brother and the brother who reclaimed him do not have to be members of the same chapter. However, each must be a member of the 7th district. It is the responsibility of those brothers to ensure proper information is specified on form D7-102.
Further, the “Each One, Reach One” program perfectly compliments the “Omega Seven” initiative whereby each graduate chapter within the 7th District is challenged reclaim a minimum of 7 inactive brothers during FY 2010. By reclaiming 7 brothers per graduate chapter, the overall membership in the 7th district would increase by 567 brothers.  

The “Each One, Reach One” program will run from November 1, 2009 to March 15, 2010. All forms D7-102 must reach the desk of the District KRS (Bro Andrew Ducksworth) by March 15, 2010 to be eligible for the program.
